Job Seekers are asked to complete an online
application before attending the hiring event! We are going to offer a workshop titled: “Get
Noticed at the Hiring Event” for job seekers who would like to prepare for this event. The
workshop will take place on 7/2/09 from 1:00 to 4:00 PM. It is open to the public.
